
POOL RULES 
 
ACCESS:  
Access to the pool/amenities area is for members of the Homeowners’ Association and their guests only. 
 
GUEST: 
Guests must be accompanied by a homeowner.  Large groups or parties should contact the management 
company for reservations. 
 
HOURS: 
9:00AM – 9:00PM  
 
RULES: 
1. There is no lifeguard on duty. All persons using the pool should do so at their own risk. 
2. The gates to the pool are to remain closed at all times, and are not allowed to be propped open. 
3. No eating, drinking, or smoking while in the pool. 
4. No animals allowed in pool or enclosure area. 
5. No rollerblades, scooters, skateboards, bicycles, etc. are allowed in the pool area or enclosure area. 
6. Any person with severe cuts, open sores, rashes, infections, or communicable diseases is not allowed in 

the pool. 
7. Babies in diapers not permitted in pool or spa. Only swim diapers will be permitted. 
8. Adults should not swim alone. 
9. No one under 16 years of age permitted in pool area without adult 18 years or older. 
10. No running, jumping, scuffling, excessive noise, dunking or rough housing in the pool or enclosure 

area. 
11. No glass containers! 
12. Proper swim wear only is permitted in the pool. No cut off or street clothing may be worn. 
13. No abusive language, loud radio or excessive noise is allowed in the pool area or enclosure area. 
14. The Homeowners’ Association assumes no responsibility for the loss, theft or damage to personal 

property or effects left in pool area. 
15. The Homeowners’ Association assumes no responsibility for any personal injury to anyone resulting 

from use of the pool. 
16. No rafts or other large floatation devices are allowed. 
17. Swimmers must shower before entering pool. 
18. Alcohol should not be consumed prior to or while using these facilities. 
19. Do not place the pool furniture in the pool at any time. 
20. Do not allow your children to play with the lifesaving equipment.
